The British Isles consist of two main islands: Great Britain and Ireland. These are over five hundred small islands are known as the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. Their total area is some 94,250 square miles. Great Britain proper comprises England, Wales and Scotland. 

Some parts of these islands are very beautiful and, in spite of their small size, there is surprising variety of landscape. The characteristic landscape of North Wales, the Lake District and the Highlands of Scotland is mountainous. The south and east of England are much tamer, with flat plains or gently rolling hills. 

Once the British Isles were part of the mainland of Europe – the nearest point is across the Strait of  Dover, where the chalk cliffs of Britain are only twenty-two miles from those of France. 

The seas round the British Isles are shallow. This shallowness is in some ways an advantage. Shallow water is warmer than deep water and helps to keep the shores from extreme cold. It is, too, the home of millions of fish. 

The coast line is deeply indented. This indentation gives a good supply of splendid harbors for ships and that owing to the shape of the country there is no point in it that is more than 70 miles from the sea. 

In Scotland  they  have 3 distinct regions. There is, firstly, the Highlands, then there is the central plain of Lowlands. Finally, there are the southern uplands,  

 “the Scott country”, with their gently rounded  hills.

The position of the mountains naturally determined the direction and length of the rivers. The rivers are not record-freaking in length, of course, but there are lots of them; 1,500 major river systems. All this water is good for agriculture. 

In the estuaries of the Thames, Mersey, Tyne, Clyde, Tay, Forth and Bristol Avon are some of the greatest ports. 

Five thousand years ago humans started to cut down trees to make rooms for farms. They also used wood for heating and cooking. The huge British navy required lots of oak. London is the capital of Great Britain, its political, economic and commercial centre. It is one of the largest cities in the world and the largest city in Europe. Its population is about 8 million.
London is one of the oldest and more interesting cities in the world. It is a great centre for the tourist. 
Traditionally it is divided into several parts: the City, Westminster, the West End and the East End. They are very different from each other and seem to belong to different towns and epochs. 
The heart of London is the City, its financial and business centre. Numerous banks, offices and firms are situated there, including the Bank of England, the Stock Exchange and the Old Bailey. Few people live here, but over a million people come to this City to work. 
There are some famous ancient buildings within the City. Perhaps the most striking of them is St. Paul’s Cathedral, the greatest of English churches. It was built in the 17th century by Sir Christopher Wren. The Tower of London was founded by Julius Caesar and in 1066 rebuilt by William the Conqueror. It was used as a fortress, a royal palace and a prison. Now it is a museum. Westminster is the historic, the government part of London. Westminster Abbey has more historic associations than any other buildings in London. Nearly all English kings and queens have been crowned here. 
Many outstanding statesmen, scientists, writers, poets and painters are buried here: Newton, Darwin, Chaucer, Dickens, Tennyson, Kipling, etc. Across the road from Westminster Abbey is Westminster Palace, or the Houses of Parliament, the seat of the British Parliament. The Clock Tower of the Houses of Parliament is famous for its big hour bell, known as «Big Ben». Buckingham Palace is the official residence of the Queen. 
The West End is the Richest and most beautiful part of London. It is the symbol of wealth and luxury. The best hotels, shops, restaurants from every country in the world, clubs and theatres are situated there. There are splendid houses and lovely gardens. Trafalgar Square is the geographical centre of London. It was named in memory of Admiral Nelson’s victory in the battle of Trafalgar in 1805. The tall Nelson’s Column stands in the middle of the square. On the other side of the Trafalgar Square is the National Gallery and the National Portrait Gallery. Not far away is the British Museum-the biggest museum in London. It contains a priceless collection of ancient manuscripts, coins, sculptures, etc., and is famous for its library. 
The East End is the poorest district of London. There are a lot of factories, workshops and docks here. The streets are narrow, the buildings are unimpressive. The East End is densely populated by working class families.
